Cutting-Edge students typically enter Edgewood College as non-degree seeking students. In addition to taking a core of courses through the Cutting-Edge program, our students take between 1 to 4 regular education courses. Students have the option of taking the regular education courses either for credit or audit. Some students may choose to become degree-seeking students, who are then required to take courses for credit. Non-degree seeking Cutting-Edge students who choose to audit courses has the option of completing the course again for credit.
